A Walk with God 
 

Text(s): Gen 5:24 
1. As Christians, we are supposed to reach a stage where God is seen 

in our lives. 
2. We look at people and want to know who they look like but also their 

character.  
3. When we talk of Christ we want to live in a way that pleases him (Phil 

1:12-25). 
 

For me to live is Christ, and to die is gain (Phil 1:21) 
4. There are places where your life is at risk for being a Christian. All 

over the world people die for what they believe in. 
5. To leave means to have life or be alive or continue to have life. 
6. Beyond having this life, Paul said for him it is Christ. 
7. There are different dimensions to living. In life we have different 

levels of existence. 
8. Everyone is born with potentials. When a child is born the parents 

have expectations. 
9. Living means either to our potentials or expectations. 
 

Lk 4:16-21 / 24:18-21 
10. We also have expectation of ourselves. Dissatisfaction with life 

comes when we don’t meet those expectations. 
11. In all kinds of relationships, there are expectations as a father, 

husband, friend etc.  Because it is just you there are chances are 
that you will fall below expectations in some areas 

12. The reason for this is that we have patterns we follow (and may not 
realise that). 

13. Paul discovered that when Christ is your ideal, there's the probability 
that you will fulfil all your expectations (2 Tim 4:6-7) 

14. Everything thing we do should be as unto the Lord and this is when 
we are able to ascertain (2 Tim 4:6-7) 

 

Bottom line:  Living for Christ is living for Love. Anything is 
maintained by genuine love.  To claim you love God, you must 
start by loving people.
