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The scripted life 
 
Text: Philippians 2: 12-18 
 

Actors and actresses follow a script when they perform, often 
selected based on their values. Some include clauses in their 
contract to that effect, rejecting those that doesn’t fit. In today’s 
text, Paul asked us to follow his instructions to work out [our] 
salvation “with fear and trembling.” But notice he added that God 
is the one that will enable us to do that (Phil 2:12). 
 

Paul also pointed out that our lives should reflect a contrast with 
others, and shine “like bright lights in a world full of crooked 
and perverse people” (Phil 2:15). In another place, he wrote that 
our bodies have become God’s temple and should be kept holy, 
unsoiled with sin. Therefore, we cannot let sin control us or the 
way we live (Rom 6:9-14). 
 

We can also choose the script for our life and decide what parts 
we want to play. God has scripted and planned our lives perfectly 
(Psa 139:16). We must strive to work according to God’s script 
and play only parts he has ordained for us. We should be excited 
everyday, to walk according to his will. Everything we do, in living 
and in death should bring glory to God (John 21:18-19). 
 

Examine your life today. Are you living the life scripted for you by 
God or have you deviated from the clauses you established, with 
the Holy Spirit’s help, when you gave your life to Christ? Reflect on 
your life and see where you may have done this and make an 
effort to re-discover the joy of your salvation (Psa 51:12), waking 
up determined to do God’s will with good pleasure (Phil 2:13). 
 

Bottom line: 
Reject every script that God has not written for your life. He 
created you perfectly, to work to his pleasure (Psa 139:14; Eph 
2:10; Jer 29:11). Return to or continue diligently in that plan today 
and with God’s help (Phil 2:13).
