Shine 
 

Text: Philippians 2:12-30 
 
God intends for us to shine brightly wherever we find ourselves. That’s why 
Jesus said we were the salt, light and the city on a hill. These were three 
crucial ingredients for sustenance. Salt is a preservative and the first thing 
God created is the light (Gen 1:3-5). We were expected to make a difference 
and stand out like a city set on a hill. 
 
We’re witnesses to God’s mercy, compassion, goodness and so much more.  
Paul gave us two examples of lives shinning like bright lights in our text 
today. He trusted Timothy like a son with proven character. Timothy was also 
commended as a great leader who cares. Epaphroditus was described as a 
true brother, worker and soldier who risked his life for Christ. 
 
James went a step further, asking us to be like the saints, make impacts and 
write our own story (Js 5:13-16). He said our prayers could have as much 
impact as Elijah’s, considered one of the greatest prophets and later 
appearing in the transfiguration with Jesus alongside Moses (Matt 17:1-9). 
Elijah challenged the authority of Baal with prayer. Like him, James believed 
we can do incredible things for God. 
 
As we exit lockdown, we can re-invent and create new ways of doing church 
and spreading the gospel of Christ. We could do great things for God and 
become more effective in reaching others. We could enrich others as worship 
leaders, teachers, prayer warriors and so on. The time has come to re-invent 
the church and allow God to use us (Matt 16:18; 1 Cor 2:9).
